Scenario Writer’s Checklist

This checklist must be signed by the scenario writer and coach verifying that all the following conditions are met and understood. Scenarios not conforming to the guidelines will be evaluated, but will not be eligible to advance to International Competition.

____ 1. Scenario has been checked to contain no more than 1500 words not including the title.

____ 2. Scenario must be typed using Microsoft Word or in .txt format only.

____ 3. The scenario must have a recognizable relationship to one of the 5 topics for 2010-2011, which are:

· Healthy Living
· Air Transport
· Genetic Testing
· Water Quality
· Emergency Planning
____4. The scenario must be typed, double-spaced, on 8 ½ by 11 inch paper, in 12 point Times New Roman or Arial font only.
____5. Scenario title must be on first page of scenario text – neither author’s name nor school is to appear on text.

____6. Cover sheet and writer’s information sheet must be attached to each copy of scenario.

____7. Two complete copies of scenario must be submitted. This is fewer than required in the past.

____8. The top 3 scenarios in each division may be eligible to advance to International Competition.

____9. If a scenario does qualify for International Competition, an electronic copy must be included with the hard copies. It can be either on a CD or as an email attachment.
